Considerations and Cross-Cutting Issues

conveyance projects, a panel of speakers will discuss state policy considerations for 
conveyance, as well as the cross-cutting issues of flood-managed aquifer recharge, 
green infrastructure, collaborative partnerships and governance, and innovation.

Staff from the Department of Water Resources’ Division of Safety of Dams will provide 
an overview of the California Dam Safety Program and brief the Commission on 
proposed enforcement regulations.
